Qualifying Small Enterprises
(QSE)
The businesses that make an
annual turnover of between
R5 million and R35 million
must choose four (4) of the
seven (7) elements. That
means that they will be veri-
fied on the four elements they
selected for B-BBEE
Certificate to be issued.
Exempted Micro Enterprises
(EME)
The exempted micro enterpris-
es (EME) are businesses that
make an annual turnover of
less than R5 million. The EME
are required to provide B-
BBEE Status Level certificates
issued by a registered auditor,
accounting officer in the case
of Close Corporations or an
accredited Verification
Agency.
